On Thursday March 5th, we will be celebrating World Book Day by participating in a variety of exciting 

activities in school which include reading and sharing books, a costume catwalk, a ‘mystery reader’ 

session and having book themed classroom doors for the week.  

 

We invite children to come to school dressed as their favourite book character. Instead of buying new 

costumes, we encourage children to use items from home and their imagination to create their own 

unique costumes.

During this period, 

children will have the opportunity to visit the book fair with their class teacher and can choose to visit 

during lunchtimes too. Parents and carers are also welcome to browse between 3:35pm and 4pm 

Wednesday, Thursday, Friday and Monday in the main hall. Books can be purchased in cash or using 

vouchers which are available at https://bookfairs.scholastic.co.uk/ . Every book fair transaction will 

receive a £1 discount, with no voucher needed. The school benefit from all book purchases made at 

the book fair. We receive 60% commission goes directly towards stocking our library and classrooms 

with fantastic books for the children.
