We have once again been fortunate enough to be offered a place to attend Crucial Crew, which is 
held at the Lifewise Centre, Hellaby, Rotherham. 
 
Crucial Crew gives Year 6 pupils life skills to deal with and avoid a range of potentially hazardous 
situations. It is supported by staff from Rotherham Road Safety, South Yorkshire Police and South 
Yorkshire Fire & Rescue. 
During the session, the Y6 children experience a variety of scenarios that include: Home Fire 
Safety, Arson, Bus Safety, Water Safety, Road Safety, Mock Trial, Child Criminal Exploitation and 
Knife/Hate crime. 
 
This is a full-day activity for all Y6 children and will take place on Tuesday 16th June. We shall 
leave school at 8.10am and will return by the end of the school day (traffic permitting).  
The children will need to arrive at school for 8.00am and bring a packed lunch and a drink. 
Although the activity is indoors it can be quite cool so please ensure your child wears suitable 
clothing. They will also need to bring any medication they require for the day, clearly labelled.  
 
We are asking for a voluntary contribution of £12.50 to cover the cost of coach travel. 
If your child is eligible for Pupil Premium no payment is required. Under current legislation we may 
only seek voluntary contributions; however, without people matching their voluntary contributions 
to the true cost it can be difficult to organise these events. The school’s policy of wishing to help 
anyone experiencing financial difficulties still exists.
